Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. Put on

principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age,
against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places. Therefore take up
the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and
having done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having girded your waist with truth,
having put on the breastplate of righteousness, and having shod your feet with
the preparation of the gospel of peace; above all, taking the shield of faith with
which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one. And take
the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God;

Philippians 1:6
...being confident of this very thing, that He who has begun a good work in
you will complete it until the day of Jesus Christ:

Philippians 2:13
...for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure.

Philippians 4:6-8
Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication, with
thanksgiving, let your requests be made known to God; and the peace of God,
which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and minds through
Christ Jesus.

Finally, brethren, whatever things are true, whatever things are noble, whatever
things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever
things are of good report, if there is any virtue and if there is anything
praiseworthy—meditate on these things.

...not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of
some, but exhorting one another,
and so much the more as you see the Day approaching.

Hebrews 10:35
Therefore do not cast away your confidence, which has great reward.

Hebrews 11:11
By faith Sarah herself also received strength to conceive seed,
and she bore a child when she was past the age, because she judged Him
faithful who had promised.

Hebrews 13:8
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.
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James 1:5
If any of you lacks wisdom, let him ask of God, who gives to all liberally and
without reproach, and it will be given to him.

...casting all your care upon Him, for He cares for you.
Be sober, be vigilant; [because your adversary the devil walks about like a
roaring lion, seeking whom he may devour.
Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings are
experienced by your brotherhood in the world.
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1 John 3:21-22
Beloved, if our heart does not condemn us, we have confidence toward God.
And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His
commandments and do those things that are pleasing in His sight.

1 John 5:14-15
Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that if we ask anything
according to His will, He hears us. And if we know that He hears us, whatever
we ask, we know that we have the petitions that we have asked of Him.

3 John 1:2
Beloved, | pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health,
just as your soul prospers.

Then Jesus put out His hand and touched him, saying, “I am willing; be
cleansed.” Immediately his leprosy was cleansed.
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Matthew 8:5-13
Now when Jesus had entered Capernaum, a centurion came to Him, pleading
with Him, saying, “Lord, my servant is lying at home paralyzed, dreadfully
tormented.”
And Jesus said to him, “I will come and heal him.”

The centurion answered and said, “Lord, | am not worthy that You should
come under my roof. But only speak a word, and my servant will be healed.
For | also am a man under authority, having soldiers under me. And | say to

this one, ‘Go,” and he goes; and to another, ‘Come,” and he comes; and to my
servant, ‘Do this,” and he does it.”

When Jesus heard it, He marveled, and said to those who followed,
“Assuredly, | say to you, | have not found such great faith, not even in Israel!
And | say to you that many will come from east and west, and sit down with

Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the kingdom of heaven. But the sons of the

kingdom will be cast out into outer darkness. There will be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.” Then Jesus said to the centurion, “Go your way, and as

you have believed, so let it be done for you.” And his servant was healed that
same hour.

2 Kings 20:5
